Mac Professional Team determine appropriate referral

Entry Transitioning Stage begins

PHASE ONE

vSTABILISE AND ASSESSMENT

PHASE TWO
vTRANSITION TO LONG TERM PLACEMENT

PHASE THREE
vLONG TERM CASE PLAN PLACEMENT



SERVICE DELIVERY MODEL
PHASE ONE
FOCUS – Stabilisation and Assessment

TIME – 3 months

CLIENT – 1 or 2  young people in the program at differing assessment 
stages

AIMS – provide safe, controlled, stable environment to challenging 
behaviours, establish routines and carry out long term needs assessment

PROCESS structure environment

establish/maintain routines school/health/family

risk minimisation

establish links with community health/therapy

planned behaviour management program

Explore personal goals/needs assessment



SERVICE DELIVERY MODEL
PHASE TWO
FOCUS – Transition to long term placement

TIME - 2-4 weeks

CLIENT – 1 or 2  young people in the program at differing 
assessment stages

AIMS – Assessment finalized, establish care plan and prep for 
transition

PROCESS Detailed assessment document provided

Case plan meetings with all stakeholders

Transition plan developed and implemented



SERVICE DELIVERY MODEL
PHASE THREE
FOCUS – Long Term Case plan Placement

TIME – 9 / 12 months

CLIENT – dependant on care plan 

AIMS – Establish young person in new placement while 
maintaining current routines

PROCESS - Establish long term case plan

participation of all stakeholders (YP include)

Introduction of new staff

Young person informed of goals and 
expectations

Consultation regarding crisis and behaviour
management plan
